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VOLGOGRAD STATE UNIVERSITY OF ARCHITECTURE AND BUILDING
Our higher school was founded in 1952. It was called Stalingrad Institute of Municipal Economy. In 1975 it was renamed Volgograd Civil Engineering Institute and in 1994 it was reorganized into Volgograd State Academy of Architecture and Building. In 2003 it became Volgograd State University of Architecture and building. The University incorporates five Institutes in Volgograd: the Institute of Building and Architecture,the Institute of Economics and Law, the Ecology Engineering Institute, the Transportation Engineering. Institute and the Extra-Mural Institute for part-time students, as well as two branches: Volzhsky Civil Engeneering Institute in Volzhsky and Sebryakovsky Branch in Mikhailovka and the departments in Astrakhan and Elista.
Our University trains highly-qualified specialists in the fields of housing, industrial and road construction, architecture, economy, water supply, heating, ventilation. It is situated in Academicheskaya Street. More than 8000 students study here.
The teaching staff of the University consists of professors, lecturers and assistants. Among them there are 75 professors and doctors of science, more than 300 associate professors and candidates of science, 26 corresponding members of Russian and foreign Academies of Sciences. They deliver lectures and hold seminars on different subjects, such as mathematics, physics, chemistry, philosophy, geodesy, building materials, drawing, descriptive geometry, etc. All students learn a foreign language-English, German or French.
Four educational buildings of the University have all the necessary facilities for teaching including TV, computers, all kinds of laboratories. The University library has above 850000 volumes in education, science, politics and fiction. The students have at their disposal 3 hostels, a canteen, a summer sport camp on the left bank of the Volga.
The academic year is divided into two terms from September to January and from February to July. Students take examinations and tests at the end of a term or a year. They must take them in time. Sometimes they are allowed to take them in advance. To pass the examinations successfully students have to work hard during the academic year. They may fail in the examinations if they miss lectures and classes and work by fits and starts. Most students get stipends. The amount depends on the results of the previous set of examinations.
The training of specialists at our University combines theoretical studies with practical work. Scientific societies are organized for the students to carry out research work in the subject they specialize. Students participation in research is one of the most effective methods for training highly-qualified specialists.
The complete course at the University lasts five years. On completion of studies the students present diploma projects and pass final state examinations.
Graduates having a bent for scientific research can take post-graduate courses at our University which were established in 1962. Graduates of our Academy work at different factories, construction sites, design offices, research institutes in all parts of our country.

SOME FACTS ABOUT EDUCATION Ш BRITAIN
There are forty-seven universities in Great Britain: thirty-six in England, one in Wales, eight in Scotland and two in Northern Ireland.
Each university has its own independent government. Each university itself decides in what conditions it will grant degree.
The first degree is the Bachelor’s degree (Bachelor of Arts, Science etc.). It is given to the students who pass examinations at the end of 3 or 4 years of study. For example, the Bachelors of Arts is given after the examinations in history, language, literatures or philosophy.
The second degree is normally that of Master. This degree is awarded for a thesis based on 1 or 2 years of post-graduate work. In a few of the biggest universities there are some seminars for post-graduate students, but usually there are no regular courses for them. Oxford and Cambridge, the two oldest universities in Great Britain, give the Master of Arts degree automatically to any Bachelor who pays the necessary sum of money after the 7th year of studies at the University.
In addition to the 47 universities which can award degrees, there is a body called the National Council for Academic Awards which gives degrees to students after graduation from the College of Technology or Polytechnics. Those higher schools have the so-called «sandwich» courses, because students spend four years of their studies both working and studying: six months a year they study at the College and the other six months they work in a related occupation in industry.
Degrees are also awarded now by the «Open University». Adult students may have correspondence study, which delivers its lectures over TV and radio, marks student's work by correspondence and has local tutors at local technical colleges. It is an attempt to provide university level of education for those who missed the boat during their school years.

THE TEENAGE TEACHERS
The best way to learn is to teach. This is the message emerging from experiments in several schools in which teenage pupils who have problems at school themselves are tutoring younger children - with remarkable results for both sides.
According to American research, pupil-tutoring wins ‘hands down’ over computerized instruction and American teachers say that no other recent innovation has proved so consistently successful.
Now the idea is spreading in Britain. Throughout this term, a group of 14- year-olds at Trinity comprehensive in Leamington Spa have been spending an hour a week helping children at a nearby primary school with their reading. The younger children read aloud to their tutors (who are supervised by university students of education) and then play world games with them.
All the 14-year-olds have some of their own lessons in a special unit for children who have difficulties at school. Though their intelligence is around average, most of them have fallen behind on reading, writing and maths and, in some cases, this has led to truancy or bad behaviour in class.
Jean Bond, who is running the special unit while on sabbatical from Warwick University’s education department, says that the main benefit of tutoring is that it improves the adolescents’ self-esteem. ‘The younger children come rushing up every time and welcome them. It makes the tutors feel important whereas, in normal school lessons, they often feel inadequate. Everyone benefits. The older children need practice in reading but, if they had to do it in their own classes, they would say it was kids’ stuff and be worried about losing face. The younger children get individual attention from very patient people. The tutors are struggling at school themselves so, when the younger ones can’t learn, they know exactly why.’
The tutors agree. ‘When I was little, I used to skive and say I couldn’t do things when I really could,’ says Mark Greger. ‘The boy I’ve been teaching does the same. He says he can’t read a page of his book so I tell him that, if he does do it, we can play a game. That works.’
The younger children speak warmly of their new teachers. ‘He doesn’t shout like other teachers,’ says eight-year-old Jenny of her tutor, Cliff McFarland who, among his own teachers, has a reputation for being a handful. Yet Cliff sees himself as a tough teacher. ‘If they get a word wrong,' he says, ‘I keep them at it until they get it right.’
Jean Bond, who describes pupil tutoring as an ‘educational conjuring trick’, has run two previous experiments. In one, six persistent truants, aged 15-tipwards, tutored 12 slow-learning infants in reading and maths. None of the six played truant from any of the tutoring sessions. ‘The degree of concentration they showed while working with their tutees was remarkable for pupils who had previously shown little ability to concentrate on anything related to school work for any period of time,’ says Bond. The tutors became ‘reliable, conscientious caring individuals’.
Their own reading, previously mechanical and monotonous, became far more expressive as a result of reading stories aloud to infants. Their view of education, which they had previously dismissed as ‘crap’ and ‘a waste of time’, was transformed. They became firmly resolved to teach their own children to read before starting school because, as one of them put it, ‘if they go for a job and they can’t write, they’re not going to employ you, are they?’ The tutors also became more sympathetic to their own teachers’ difficulties, because they were frustrated themselves when the infants ‘mucked about’.
In the seven weeks of the experiment, concludes Bond, ‘these pupils received more recognition, reward and feelings of worth than they had previously experienced in many years of formal schooling.’ And the infants, according to their own teachers, showed measurable gains in reading skills by the end of the scheme.

If you find it difficult to concentrate, don’t study at home where you will be easily distracted; go to your library instead.
If motivation is a problem, arrange to meet a friend and study together. But don’t let it turn into an excuse for a social chat or a moaning session!
Remember what you are studying for. Why do you need these exams? Keeping your long-term goal in mind will help maintain your motivation.
Studying tactics
Go with your body clock: if you’re slow in the morning, use that time to do some background reading. Do the weightier work in the afternoon.
Don’t study for more than thirty to forty minutes at a time. Take regular breaks to get enough fresh air and stretch your legs.
Don’t study too late, especially the night before your exam. Tiredness will hinder your performance the next day. Always make sure you wind down before you go to bed.
It’s important to maintain a happy, positive frame of mind, so don’t let revising take over your whole life. Give yourself something to look forward to after a day’s studying: meet friends for a drink, on relax in a warm bath.
Eat well; have a proper meal rather than snacks snatched at your desk.
On the day
Allow plenty of time to get to the exam, but don’t arrive too early or you’ll sit around getting nervous.
Resist the temptation to compare what you’ve revised with other students while waiting.
Do read the paper thoroughly before starting. It’s time well spent. It’s very easy to misunderstand simple instructions when you’re under a lot of pressure.
On multiple-choice exam papers, go through and do all the easy questions first then go back to the beginning and try the trickier ones.	/
On essay papers, tackle the questions you feel happiest about first, so you can build up your confidence.
Work out how much time you have for each question and pace yourself accordingly .You have nothing to gain from finishing early.
Always keep things in proportion. The worst thing that can happen is that you’ll fail. If necessary, you can usually retake an exam.

STUDYING IN AMERICA: PROS AND CONS Irina Akimushkina Vremya MN
Shortly after Mikhail Gorbachev opened the door on America, more than 5000 Russian undergraduate, graduate and exchange students went to the United States. Nearly all of them got there through their connections, and only a few distinguished themselves academically.
A little later, when the era of so-called New Russians set in, a defining factor in going to a U.S. university was being flush with money - by Russian standards. Today a higher education in the United States can cost up to several hundred thousand dollars, but this does little to discourage Russia’s rich.
He Who Pays, Goes to the U.S.
According to Princeton University experts, at present there are 3,000 “self- supporting” undergraduates and graduates from Russia, and about 1,000 students from other CIS countries in America. The cost of tuition at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, the most prestigious and expensive training establishment in the U.S. today, is almost $35,000 a year.
Adding in the cost of housing, food, transport, and textbooks, the total can be double that amount. As the course lasts for four to five years, Russians studying here need to have a very sound financial base to be able to complete their studies.
Incidentally, the other so-called top ten universities are not far behind: John Hopkins, $33,000 a year; Yale, $33,000; Harvard, $32,000; Georgetown, Washington, $32,000, etc.
All of these universities have Russian students, and experts believe that they
are the main target of local head-hunters.
The fact is that by paying so much money for a course of training, parents secure not simply a promising career but also financial future for their children. A well-paid job will fully recoup tuition costs within three to four years after graduation. Any company in any part of the world will welcome a Harvard alumnus.
Looking for a Job
At first, Russian undergraduates at U.S. universities feel unhappy about what they see as oversimplified curricula with some of the material already covered in high school in Russia. But the balance is soon redressed, and they have an opportunity to advance academically without any limit, while those with a good head on their shoulders can get a highly paid job.
The main attraction to a student from Russia is the prospect of a good job aboard. No Russian company can pay a recent university graduate $60,000 to $65,000 a year while in the United States and Europe this is standard practice. Still, the majority of Russians graduating from even the most prestigious of American universities do not stay in the United states, but go home.
What is the outlook for them in Russia? Surveys show that they mainly go to work for their parents’ companies or foreign companies operating in Russia.
This, however, does not apply to alumni of the top American universities. At the same time Russians whose parents are not very rich enroll in American universities that do not guarantee a job even to U.S. citizens.
Say, tuition at Maryland State University, a half hour’s drive from the U.S. capital, is a mere $ 13,000 a year (the son of the president of Kyrgyzstan and daughters of Azerbaijani, Moldovan and Ukrainian cabinet ministers went to this university). There are approximately 20 Russians at the university - mainly children of Russian World Bank employees, as well as of provincial businessmen - from Lipetsk, Saratov, Kaliningrad, and even Nakh6dka.
Incidentally, these students are not particularly concerned by the fact that they will have little chance of getting a decent, well-paid job with a degree from Maryland University. All of them are going to return home to get, under their parents’ protection, a cushy job in the sphere of international relations or business.
Exchange Programs Unproductive
Student exchange programs - a widespread practice in the late Gorbachev era and early in the Yeltsin era - are virtually nonexistent today. Russia’s higher schools have no money for that, to say nothing about students themselves. Moreover, there are very few of those wishing to do just one or two terms.
True, there are various advance training programs funded by the U.S. government: the MacArthur, Hubert Humphrey, Muskie, Eleanor Roosevelt, and , other programs. Only individual Russian undergraduate/graduate students and teachers get on such programs. But these people, by their own admission, simply hope to make some money, not pursue any useful academic program.
It is certainly prestigious, and potentially beneficial, to get a degree in the U.S. Especially if one plans to live and work abroad (preferably in North America, since there is some allergy to a U.S. diploma in Europe). But in Russia, someone with a degree from an American university is unlikely to automatically land a high- level job at Gazprom or LUKoil. Still, this is not impossible, especially if their tuition in the States was paid for by people near the top in these companies.

NO TIME LIKE THE LAST MINUTE Mary Killen
As I boarded the train at Paddington Station one night, I was delighted by the unexpected sight of three friends also boarding. ‘Hurray!’ we cried as we bagged a table for four in the dining car and settled down to the prospect of a delicious meal and stimulating conversation.
But with about three minutes to departure, I looked through the window to see one of our party wandering along the platform. ‘Where’s Rupert going?’ I asked his wife. ‘Oh, probably going to get a newspaper or something,’ she shrugged. ‘He likes to give himself these little thrills. He never actually boards a train until the whistle has actually blown’. Three agonizing minutes after the train had started, Rupert came gasping back to the table, having got into the last carriage and walked all the way through the train.
Our friend Lusy’s husband, John, derives a similar thrill from not arriving at airports at the stated latest check-in-time. ‘Even when we are there’, says Lusy, ‘he carries on shopping after the flight is called and says, “Don’t worry. Rupert and John’s penchant for ‘competing against time is unfortunately a vice I share. The thrill of ‘just making’ a train is addictive, and what is more depressing than hanging around a railway station or sitting in a motionless train? With life racing by so quickly, one wants to maximize every moment’s potential.
As a child I always walked through the school gate at the exact moment before 1 would be punished for being late, and experienced the thrill of triumph at having ‘made it’. Now, in adult life, I find that each day holds the potential for a whole galaxy of bogus achievements of this nature. I never start packing for a holiday until an hour before we are due to set off. I never get my clothes ready for a party until twenty minutes before I have to leave home. I never send off my tax return until the last post on the day before it is due.
Looking back, I realize the habit probably set in during adolescence, when I noted that my mother was always ready at least half an hour before she went out. On Tuesdays when she set off to see friends, she used to be collected by car at 7.30 p.m.. From 7 p.m., she would be pacing the garden. If she was giving a party, she would have the table laid with cutlery the day before. Once she even said she could not see a long- lost cousin who wanted to drop in on December 9th because she would be ‘too busy in the run-up to Christmas’.
We like to prove we can do things better than our parents, and therefore I stupidly window-shop in Oxford Street so that I have to take a taxi rather than a bus to Paddington Station, and arrive with my heart thumping. I cut it so fine when going to catch a train that, when I leave from home, I regularly have to finish getting dressed in the car on the way to the station. Old habits die hard but I’m beginning to see the advantages that might accrue from being ready in time. Think how much money I could save on taxis if I took buses in plenty of time instead. Think how much less anxious I would be if only I could be ready on time. One might even live longer without the stress of constantly competing against time. With any luck my two daughters will want to prove that they can do things better than I can and will take precisely the opposite line.

THE SECRET OF GENIUS
For years people have said that geniuses are born with a special talent, New Research challenges that view.
Richard Woods reports.
She looks like any other little girl in her first year at school: a smart uniform, a happy smile and a bag of books. But Dineshi, a five-year-old from west London is so clever that she seems almost unreal. With an IQ* of 160, Dineshi knew the alphabet, the days of the week and the months of the year when she was one and half. She started reading just before her second birthday and writing just after it. ‘When she was a baby, I realized she was exceptionally bright,’ says Dineshi’s mother, ‘so I tried to provide an environment to help her develop intellectually. I started giving her lessons and she enjoyed them.’
Mr. And Mrs. Yusof from Coventry know all about creating an environment that encourages intellectual development. Mr. Yusof gave up his job to educate their children at home. They were encouraged to read books from an early age and they watch television only occasionally, usually for ‘educational’ programmes. Sufiah, the eldest daughter, went to university when she was 13. her brother started his university studies at 12. Their mother said: ‘You must have the correct environment - the schooling, the family, the support, they must all come together.’
By comparison with others, such children seem incredibly intelligent. But according to Professor Michael Howe, a psychologist at Exeter University, they do not have an inborn superhuman talent. Their remarkable achievements are the result of practice, persistence, and an encouraging environment. Would these children have achieved so much if their parents hadn’t given them so much attention? Professor Howe doesn’t think so.
The case of Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart seems to support Professor Howe’s theory. Mozart was composing music by the age of five, and at six or seven he was giving professional concerts around Europe. Most people believe this was the result of inborn genius. But Professor Howe claims that Mozart’s childhood compositions are largely arrangements of other composers’ work. Most importantly, according to Professor Howe, his father was an extremely ambitious music teacher who made his son practice more than three hours a day. By the time he was six, he had probably spent 3,500 hours studying music.
Are geniuses happy? As a child in the early 1900s, Billy Sidis was described as ‘the most remarkable boy in the United States’. Brilliant at languages, he taught himself Latin at four and could read and speak eight languages when he was six. At eleven, he gave a lecture to the University of Harvard mathematical Club. He was a genius until everything began to go wrong. His parents had pushed him to
develop his exceptional intelligence, but had totally neglected other important skills. For example, Sidis did not know how to dress himself properly even by the time he was an adolescent. Finally, he suffered a breakdown.
There are plenty of people who have high IQs but never achieve anything great. They are bright, but they lack the drive to get on: motivation. Thomas Edison, the inventor of electric light, said genius was 99% perspiration, 1% inspiration. According to Professor Howe, we should all be able to excel if we try hard enough. The following anecdote illustrates his point. A famous golf champion had produced some amazingly good shots. ‘I wish I had been as lucky as you were,’ said one of his opponents at the end of the day. ‘It’s funny,’ said the golf champion, ‘the harder I practice, the luckier I get.’

BEFORE THEY WERE FAMOUS
One day in the early 1960s, Hollywood producer Sam Spiegel was having lunch in a New York restaurant when a nervous-looking waiter spilled coffee over him. ‘I’m sorry,’ said the waiter, ‘I’m not really a waiter. Actually, I’m an actor.’ ‘No,’ replied Spiegel angrily, ‘from now on, you’re a waiter.’ But Spiegel was wrong. The young man was in fact Dustin Hoffman, who went on to win two Oscars and to appear in huge Hollywood films like The Graduate; Kramer vs Kramer, Rain Man.
Hoffman isn’t the only Hollywood star who made a living from ordinary jobs before becoming famous. Imagine Harrison Ford supporting his young family by working as a carpenter; actor Antonio Bandera* working as a model for mail-order catalogues; or comedienne Roseanne Barr as an assistant chef in an expensive French restaurant (she left after arguing with her boss, and went away to become an actress). And if you used the London Underground in the early 90s, perhaps you saw the future star of Trainspotting and Star Wars Part 1, Ewan McGregor, performing as a street musician. ‘I made about 29$ a day,’ says McGregor.
For many actors and actresses, this early experience came in useful in their acting career. Academy Award winning actor, Tom Hanks, worked as a bellman in the Hilton hotel in Los Angeles in the 1970s, an experience which he says helped prepare him for acting. ‘You put on your bellman suit and then play the role of bellman,’ he told a magazine. ‘You make good tips and a nice wage, working three, four days a week.’
And British actor Michael Caine - who has appeared in over ninety films in a movie career lasting over forty years - found his experience of military service helped him in a different way. Caine spent two years in the army, serving in Germany and Korea. Although he hated life as a soldier, he says, ‘In Korea I noticed that heroes weren’t all tall, with perfect teeth... but ordinary guys. So that’s the way I always try to play them.’
So next time you see a waiter spill someone’s drink, or you stop to watch a street musician, take a good look - he or she might be the next Hollywood sensation!
